Easter is known as a Christian festival that celebrates the resurrection of Jesus Christ. However, like many
festivals in the UK, it is a mixture of Christian and pagan traditions. For example, “easter eggs” were originally
pagan symbols of spring that were incorporated into Christianity.

It is a moveable feast, which means that it does not fall on a fixed date of the Western calendar. The most
important day of Easter is Easter Sunday, which is held on the Sunday after the first full moon after the March
equinox. This year Easter Sunday will be celebrated on the 20th April.

Easter Sunday is preceded by a forty-day period called Lent. In ancient times during this period Christians
observed strict fasting. Meat, eggs, and dairy products were forbidden, and in some families they only ate one
meal a day. Nowadays it is less strict, but during these forty days it is still traditional to give up something you
like. For example, even though I'm not Christian, one year I gave
up eating tomato ketchup for forty days. It was really hard. b O 3

The Tuesday before Lent is officially called “Shrove Tuesday”, but
most people call it Pancake Day. This is because people in the UK
traditionally make pancakes on this day to use up all the sugar and
butter in the house in preparation for Lent fasting. In my family we

don’t usually observe Lent, but we always celebrate Pancake Day!
During the Easter period, people in the UK often decorate
hard-boiled eggs and give each other presents of chocolate eggs. —— ‘

hunting”. These eggs are traditionally brought by the Easter Bunny, ' z
