Ale is a traditional type of beer which is still very popular
in the UK. Pubs have long been considered to be the ‘hearts’ of local
communities because people customarily gather there to socialise
while drinking a pint of their favourite brew.

CAMRA also campaigns to support locally produced ales and uses
the Nottingham Beer Festival as a great opportunity for this
endeavour. For example, at last year’s beer festival over 25% of the
beers were from breweries within the Nottingham area. So, not only
does the Nottingham Beer Festival bring visitors from all over the
world to Nottingham, it also helps support the local brewing industry
and economy.
