Visitors weighing less than 75 kg are also allowed to ride on the
ostriches.

If an ostrich farm is not your cup of tea, then | suggest going for a short 30-minute
hike to Cape Rachado Lighthouse. As the hiking pathway is mostly paved, a simple pair
of sports shoes will do just fine. The lighthouse was built by the Portuguese colonial
forces in 1528 to guide vessels to the port and keep an eye out for enemy ships. Even
though visitors are not allowed to enter the lighthouse, the view of the sea from the
cape is still worth the hike.

Lastly, if you decide to drop by my humble hometown, | highly recommend hopping
