Although the event involves upwards
of 20-30 staff members along with the 150 or so people who attend the event, most of the
planning and organizing is conducted by the CIR’s, with each of us in charge of a specific
part of the event. Between coordinating the performances, bazaar goods, craft materials,
book layouts, and so on, sometimes we start planning upwards of 4 months in advance!

One of my favorite things about Picture Book World is how it involves so many different
people throughout Niseko. Between people who either provide something physical for the
event or become volunteer staff to help, we end up working with Asobook, Milk Kobo,
Niseko High School, Pikinini Music Troupe, the Regional Revitalization Group, the Niseko
Mother’s Association, and too many individual residents to count. Being able to interact
with all of these groups and coordinate a larger event together is not only exciting, but it
also teaches you a lot about the community that Niseko is built on. Niseko is a special place
with a strong sense of local cooperation and friendliness. Picture Book World is an event for
Niseko by Niseko, and it’s great to be able to be at the center of that as a CIR.
