Simple Tuna Pizza  By: Fabian

In Europe, pizza is a very famous and popular dish. From
frozen pizza to homemade or dine in at restaurants,
there are many variations of pizza.

Since you don't need many tools and ingredients, why
not try making your own pizza at home?

Ingredients <For 2 people>

Bread flour 225g
Salt 0.5 tsp.
Dry yeast 1tsp
Olive oil 1.5 tbsp
Warm water 125ml

Tomato based 1 pack/bottle

Pizza sauce

Grated cheese 150g
Canned tuna 200g
Onion 1

Cooking instructions:

1. Mixoil, dry yeast, and warm water together in a bowl.
Add in salt and flour; knead the dough by hand until
it becomes smooth and elastic. As the flour tends to
stick to the bowl, make sure to also mix it with the
dough.

2. Scatter a little bit of flour onto baking paper and roll
out the dough with a rolling pin. You can shape it into
either a round or quadratic pizza, as you prefer. The
thinner the dough, the better!

3. Cut the onions into thin slices and spread the pizza
sauce over the dough. After that, put the sliced
onions and tuna on top of the sauce, and sprinkle
some cheese over the toppings.

4. For the last step, put the pizza into the oven and
bake at 220°C for 15-20 minutes. Enjoy your meal!
