Ingredients <For 1 portion>
1 ripe avocado

2 tsp sugar

300ml water

Ice cubes (as needed)
Condensed milk
Chocolate syrup

What you need:
A juice blender

Instructions:

(D Peel the avocado and scoop out the flesh, cutting it
into smaller pieces for easier blending.

In a blender, combine the avocado, water, ice cubes,
sugar, and drizzle condensed milk as much as you like.
Blend everything until smooth and thick.

Drizzle chocolate syrup on the inside walls of your
glass.

Pour the blended avocado mixture into the glass, then
add more chocolate syrup or condensed milk on top
for extra sweetness.
