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Backcountry areas outside ski resort

boundaries are completely different from
the groomed slopes. You will be facing the
untamed dangers of mountains in the winter.

Many dangers are difficult to predict, such as sudden changes

in the weather, avalanches, snow cornices, getting lost, and
collisions with unexpected trees. You must have sufficient
knowledge, skills, and equipment to enjoy the backcountry safely.

Check the following before you go!
